In 1823 Seipio , a negro sluve, was tried by Jury,
and sentenced to death for dburglary.

At this period almost every sentence of the court
seens to huve carried with it 39 lases, vhich might be,
"under the gallows", or "in the pillory". In many cases of
imprisonment, for terms ranging from 6 weeks to 3 months,
there wvere 39 more lashes on discharge.

In the same year, although "it shall and may be
lavful for any person or persons to kill any hog or hogs
found in the highvways, and in case the body of the sald
hog is not removed within one hour the same shall becone
the projperty of any person who shall ehoose to remove and
take the same", "the streets and highways, particularly in
the tovn of Kinsale sre mich infested by hoge, which are
let loose in the night by their owners, and which so destroy
and root up the hirhways that the same are almost impass-
gble".

At the time of Emancipation, when it is probable
that no one could have been very certain as to what might
or ni ht not be going to happen, every kind of precaution
seems to have been taken, As well as the provision of a
311tie with artillery and the police pettlements, for
common assaults and batteries, riotous or disorderly
conduct, abusive or provoking language, there was to be a
Tine no: exceeding (with costs) £10 or inprisonment not
excecding two months, But, so far as the records show,
none of these precautions would secm to have teen particu-
larly necded, Showing that, generally, the relations be-
tv.ccn owners and slaves in Montserrat hod been, at least,
better than in some of the vest Indlan islands,

actually sbandoned then, much as if they had ‘been 8o many
unwanted pupples or kittens.

In loniserrat at this period the population secms
to have becn decreasing somewhat rapidly. And it is most
unlikecly that the decrcase could have been due to emigration,

In fact, such movement of population as there was
scems to have been in the other direction, In 1836, "where-
as grecat numbers of slaves from the forelgn 4slends arc in
the habit of running away from their owners, landing, end
settlins in this Colony, and wherecs it is expedient and
political to prevent the settlement therein of guch persons,
as the future peacc and tranquillity of the island may be
thereby disturbed"; "any forcign fugitive slove may be
kcpt to hard labour for ¢ months, and then transported; but
not within 12 months after liberation from penal labour,"

Hovever, in 16838 apprenticeship came to an end and
on the 12th of July of that rear individuals who were still
in coniinement, as runawoy negroes convicted for lifc,
received a free pardon,

At this time ccinuge in Montserrat wus in a state of
confusion., And in 1838 an attempt wus made to straighten
it out.

Report on the Hurricane of September 12th - 13th 1928,
by C. A, Gomez,
Curator of the Agricultural Experimental Station,

One of thc severest atmospheric disturbances in the
history of the Leeward Islonds gruck the island of
lMontserrat on Vednesday, September 12, causing terrific
devustation to life, propert:’, and crops, The first alarm
of any abnormol vecather was received from Barbados at 411 .A.M,
on Tucsday, September 11, vhen the barometer was sald to
register 29.7 inches, At this time local readings registered
29,93 with a gentle brecze from N,E, Cirrus clouds were
observed in the wost in a clear sky. The wind continued
to blow gently from the N,E,, and the barometer showed
sicns of slight depression, the corrccted reading at 3 P U,
being 29,84, The deprcssion continued and at midnight
on the 11th the wind dropped to practically calm, the
barometer reading 29,79. Ay 1A, of the 12th a strong
breeze sprang up from North, At 3. A,M. thec sky bccame
cleur with the barometer still dropping to 29.73 inches, At
this hour the writcr and Iiis Tonour the Commiscioner were in
telephonic communication, and liis llonour personally started
civing out weather warnings to all points of the island of
the approaching storm, At., 7 A.M, the sky became overcast,
with hiph winds from H,E, The barometer continued to fall
and by 12 noon (September 12) registered 29,5 with gusty
rain scualls from N,B, At, 1 P,!, the wind blew a strong
gule in force from I, &, at approximately 50 miles per hour,

At 2 P,!l, the force of the wind increased to hurric.nc
- proportions, barometer rcgistering 29,36. At this hour
trecs tepan to fall and the telephonic comrunication became
disorjunised, At 2,30 P,l!, the wind increascd and veercd to

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N. From this hour the gusts o wind became more and more
severe, The porch of the Grove llouse vas blown away at

5 P,ll,, the barometer became very unsteady and visidle
oscillations of the mercury were observed, The depression
continued until 6,30 p.m, when the observer recorded a
correccted reading of 28,20 inches,

At this hour 1t wus a real menoce to stay in the
front room of the Grove House the roof of which had lifted
completely and shifted quite apprcciably, vwhile doors and
wvindows were blown open, The observer had to scek shelter
in another part of the house, and it wus not until 7 PN,
that the barometer was remounted, vhen a considersble rise,
to 28,49 was noticed, At the g@ame time the wind had veered
to 5. E, indicating that the centre of the storm had passed
very close to the S,V, of Montserrat,

The island experienced no centre cutlm, and the storm
blew straight through in severe hurricane proportions from
3 P,li. to 8 P, M,, when a decreasing velocity of the wind
vas observed, The worst period of the disturbance was be-
tween 6 and 7 P,M,” on the 12th when apparently the greutcst
danuge wus done to the island,

The actual rainfaell cannot be given as the rain
cuace overflowed and only indicated 412 inches,

A graph showing the fall of the barometer is
attached, The barometer pressure during the 1924 hurricane
is also inscrted for comparison,
