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What’s a Wiki? 
A wiki is: 

¶ A collection of web pages that anyone 
can edit. 

¶ Simplifies creating a webpage (no need 
to know HTML, Dreamweaver, etc).  

o All you need is a computer, a 
web browser, and an internet 
connection.  

¶ Allows anyone can create or edit pages 

in a wiki, at any time.   
¶ Changes over time as the group continues to collaborate. 

 

Anatomy of Wiki 
 

Though wiki providers may differ in their 
interface and naming, all have these same 
common wiki elements: 

¶ Edit: allows you to change the page 
content. 

¶ Save: make sure your edits stick! 

¶ New page: create another web page to 
link to grow your wiki. 

¶ Insert links: add files, images, and links to 
other wiki pages or outside web pages. 

¶ History: see how the wiki has changed over time and compare to the 
current version.
