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Primary sources are usually first-hand accounts or original documentary evidence of an event or    

subject..  Photographs, videos, sound recordings, documents, posters, films, ads, speeches,          
interviews, stats/data, and news coverage are all common examples of primary sources.  In many 

cases, it will be difficult to acquire the original source, so you may have to rely on copies (photocopies, 
digital scans, microfilm, etc.).
