To find books on your topic, start with the title keyword search in the catalog.  Ex: controversial books

You can also search the catalog for specific titles and authors. Ex: Catcher in the Rye or Salinger, JD

To find books about a certain author, rather than books by that author, do a subject search on the author’s name.  EX:  Rhys, Jean and select subject from the drop-down menu. Usually there will be a category called Criticism and Interpretation for that author.

Remember that you don’t necessarily need to read a whole book to include it in your research – sometimes just a chapter or two will be relevant to your paper.
Databases and Indexes [to find scholarly articles]
Academic Search Premiere: 1990-present. Provides full text for nearly 3,180 scholarly publications covering academic areas of study including social sciences, humanities, education, computer sciences, engineering, language and linguistics, arts & literature, medical sciences, and ethnic studies.

Alt-Press Watch: Provides full-text coverage of newspapers, magazines and journals of the alternative and independent press in America. Includes a broad range of critical issues confronting contemporary society, such as ecology and the environment, grassroots organizing, labor, indigenous peoples, and public policy.

America: History and Life: 1964-present. Contains citations with abstracts to social science and humanities literature on all aspects of U.S. and Canadian history, culture and current affairs from prehistoric times to the present. 
ERIC: 1966-presernt. Provides indexing of scholarly journals and government publications in the field of education.
Library and Information Science Abstracts: 1969-present. Includes over 440 journals in the field of information science as well as more traditional library science, including related areas such as publishing, online retrieval, and new information technologies. 

MLA International Bibliography: 1963-present. Indexes critical materials on literature, criticism, drama, languages, linguistics, and folklore. Provides access to citations from over 3,500 journals, series, books, essay collections, working papers, proceedings, dissertations, and bibliographies. Coverage is international.  Some full-text.

Project Muse & JSTOR: Provides full text to hundreds of scholarly journals published by university presses in the humanities and social sciences.

To find an article in the library, you must have the full citation (author, article title, journal title, volume and issue number or date and page numbers).  If the database you are searching offers full text or the “Find it @UT” button, just follow the links to get the article.  If there are no links provided, search the Library Catalog for the title of the journal, not the title of the article!  Note the journal’s call number and library location.  Once you locate the journal in the library, use the citation to pick the appropriate volume and pages.  Copy machines are available throughout the libraries.
