Academic Search Complete: Find journal articles in all academic areas of study including social sciences, humanities, education, computer sciences, engineering, language and linguistics, arts & literature, medical sciences, and ethnic studies.

International Index to the Performing Arts: Covers nearly all aspects of the world of performing art, including current content from more than 130 international performing arts periodicals and some full-text content.

MLA International Bibliography: Find journal articles and literary criticism. Also covers drama, languages, linguistics, and folklore. Coverage is international.

North American Theatre Online: A comprehensive reference work covering all aspects of the Canadian and American Theatre. Includes some 40,000 pages of major reference materials, together with records to more than 30,000 plays (many never published previously), over 57,000 people, 5,400 theatres, nearly 22,000 productions and 2,500 production companies.

World Shakespeare Bibliography Online: Provides annotated citations for all important books, articles, book reviews, dissertations, theatrical productions, reviews of productions, audiovisual materials, electronic media, and other scholarly and popular materials related to William Shakespeare. Coverage is international.

To find an article in the library, you must have the full citation (author, article title, journal title, volume and issue number or date and page numbers).  If the database you are searching offers full text or the [image: image2.png]Find it OUT|



 button, just follow the links to get the article.  If there are no links provided, search the Library Catalog for the title of the journal, not the title of the article!  Note the journal’s call number and library location.  Once you locate the journal in the library, use the citation to pick the appropriate volume and pages.  Copy machines are available throughout the libraries as well as copy card vending machines.

Library Catalog [to find books in the library]

From UT Library Online (www.lib.utexas.edu), click on “Library Catalog.”

To find books on your topic, start with the keyword search in the catalog.  Ex: Othello production history
You can also search the catalog for specific titles and authors. Ex: Waiting for Godot or Beckett, Samuel
To find books about a certain author, rather than books by that author, do a subject heading search on the author’s name.  EX:  Chekov, Anton. Scroll through the headings and look for a category called Criticism and Interpretation for that author. Click in to see relevant items.

Remember that you don’t necessarily need to read a whole book to include it in your research – sometimes just a chapter or two will be relevant to your paper.
