Articles

Academic Search Premier: 1990 - present. Provides full text for nearly 3,180 scholarly publications covering academic areas of study including social sciences, humanities, education, computer sciences, engineering, language and linguistics, arts & literature, medical sciences, and ethnic studies. 

Bibliography of Asian Studies: 1971 - present. Find articles pertaining to East, Southeast, and South Asia published worldwide as well as topics in Asian-American Studies. 

Film Literature Index: 1976-2001. Find scholarly journal articles, film reviews and other materials related to contemporary film.
Gender Studies Database: 1972 - present. Covers the spectrum of gender engaged scholarship inside and outside academia. Includes the top scholarly journals in the field.

International index to the Performing Arts (IIPA): 1864-present. Find journal articles about nearly all aspects of the world of performing art.
MLA International Bibliography: 1963-present. Find journal articles and literary criticism. Also covers drama, languages, linguistics, and folklore. Coverage is international.
To find an article in the library, you must have the full citation (author, article title, journal title, volume and issue number or date and page numbers).  If the database you are searching offers full text or the “Find it @UT” button, just follow the links to get the article.  If there are no links provided, search the Library Catalog for the title of the journal, not the title of the article!  Note the journal’s call number and library location.  Once you locate the journal in the library, use the citation to pick the appropriate volume and pages.  Copy machines are available throughout the libraries.

Books


From UT Library Online (http://www.lib.utexas.edu), click on “Library Catalog.”

To find books on your topic, start with the title keyword search in the catalog.  Ex: musical theater

To broaden your search, use the mixed keyword option: Ex: race and contemporary theater
Note the location and call number of the item you need – you can pick up a location guide at the information desk.

Remember that you don’t necessarily need to read a whole book to include it in your research – sometimes just a chapter or two will be relevant to your paper.
