Databases and Indexes [to find journal articles]

Dictionary of National Biography: Biographical dictionary of people of distinction in the British Isles and its colonies.

HarpWeek: 1857-1912. Provides full text of Harper's Weekly, one of the most important serials of nineteenth-century America. Search for the full text of articles, browse literature by genre, or find people by their occupation or role in society.
Making of America: A digital library of primary sources in American social history from the antebellum period through reconstruction. http://www.hti.umich.edu/m/moagrp/
North American Immigrant Letters and Diaries: Provides a view of what it meant to immigrate to America and Canada between 1800 and 1950. Includes pages of personal narratives including letters, diaries, pamphlets, autobiographies, and oral histories.
North American Women’s Letters and Diaries: Includes diaries, journals, and letters written by women visiting or living in North America between the years 1700 and 1950.
Palmer’s Index to the Times: Provides complete indexing for The Times (London) during the nineteenth century. Full text images are available for the years 1790 to 1870.
Periodicals Archive Online: Full text to many scholarly journals from England and America from the nineteenth century to modern times.

Library Catalog [to find books and journals in the library]


From UT Library Online (www.lib.utexas.edu), click on “Library Catalog.”

To find and article in the library, you must have the full citation (author, article title, journal title, volume and issue number or date and page numbers).  Always search the catalog for the title of the journal, not the title of the article!  Note the journal’s call number and library location.  Once you locate the journal in the library, use the citation to pick the appropriate volume and pages.  Copy machines are available throughout the libraries.

To find books on your topic, start with the title keyword search in the catalog.  Ex: Victorian homes

You can also search the catalog for specific titles and authors. Ex: Frankenstein or Shelley, Mary
