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Databases and Indexes [to find journal articles]

Academic Search Premiere: 1990-present. Provides full text for nearly 3,180 scholarly publications covering academic areas of study including social sciences, humanities, education, computer sciences, engineering, language and linguistics, arts & literature, medical sciences, and ethnic studies. 

Gender Studies Database: 1972-present. Covers the spectrum of gender engaged scholarship inside and outside academia, including Women’s Studies, Men’s Studies and GLBT Studies.

MLA International Bibliography: 1963-present. Indexes critical materials on literature, criticism, drama, languages, linguistics, and folklore. Provides access to citations from over 3,500 journals, series, books, essay collections, working papers, proceedings, dissertations, and bibliographies. Coverage is international. 

Library Catalog [to find books and journals in the library]


From UT Library Online (www.lib.utexas.edu), click on “Library Catalog.”

To find and article in the library, you must have the full citation (author, article title, journal title, volume and issue number or date and page numbers).  Always search the catalog for the title of the journal, not the title of the article!  Note the journal’s call number and library location.  Once you locate the journal in the library, use the citation to pick the appropriate volume and pages.  Copy machines are available throughout the libraries.

To find books on your topic, start with the title keyword search in the catalog.  Ex: colonial writers

You can also search the catalog for specific titles and authors. Ex: Frankenstein or Shelley, Mary
