Library Catalog [to find books and journals in the library]

From UT Library Online (www.lib.utexas.edu), click on “Library Catalog.”

To find an article in the library, you must have the full citation (author, article title, journal title, volume and issue number or date and page numbers).  Always search the catalog for the title of the journal, not the title of the article!  Note the journal’s call number and library location.  Once you locate the journal in the library, use the citation to pick the appropriate volume and pages.  Copy machines are available throughout the libraries.

To find books on your topic, start with the keyword search in the catalog.  Ex: Filipino writers

You can also search the catalog for specific titles and authors. Ex: Joy Luck Club or Tan, Amy

Databases and Indexes
Alt-Press Watch: Dates of coverage vary. Provides full-text coverage of newspapers, magazines and journals of the alternative and independent press in America. Includes a broad range of critical issues confronting contemporary society.

Bibliography of Asian Studies: 1971 - present. Find articles pertaining to East, Southeast, and South Asia published worldwide as well as topics in Asian-American Studies. 

EthnicNewsWatch: 1985 - present. Provides full-text coverage of newspapers, magazines and journals of the ethnic, minority and native press in America (some international coverage). 

  

MLA International Bibliography: 1963-present. Find journal articles and literary criticism. Also covers drama, languages, linguistics, and folklore. Coverage is international.

Gender Studies Database: 1972 - present. Covers the spectrum of gender engaged scholarship inside and outside academia. Includes the top scholarly journals in the field.
