Library Catalog [to find books and journals in the library]

From UT Library Online (www.lib.utexas.edu), click on “Library Catalog.”

To find an article in the library, you must have the full citation (author, article title, journal title, volume and issue number or date and page numbers).  Always search the catalog for the title of the journal, not the title of the article!  Note the journal’s call number and library location.  Once you locate the journal in the library, use the citation to pick the appropriate volume and pages.  Copy machines are available throughout the libraries.
To find books on your topic, start with the title keyword search in the catalog.  Ex: Mexican revolution

You can also search the catalog for specific titles and authors. Ex: La Frontera or Cisneros, Sandra
To find books about a certain author, rather than books by that author, do a subject search on the author’s name.  EX:  Mena, Maria Cristina and select subject from the drop-down menu.

Academic Search Premier: 1990 - present. Provides full text for nearly 3,180 scholarly publications covering academic areas of study including social sciences, humanities, education, computer sciences, engineering, language and linguistics, arts & literature, medical sciences, and ethnic studies. 

America: History and Life, 1964 – present.  Indexes books and scholarly journals in American history, culture and current affairs. 

Chicano Database: 1967 - present. Contains records for all types of material on Mexican-American topics and Chicanos. Since 1992, CDB describes material on the broader Latino experience, including Puerto Ricans, Cuban Americans, and Central American immigrants. 

EthnicNewsWatch: 1985 - present. Provides full-text coverage of newspapers, magazines and journals of the ethnic, minority and native press in America (some international coverage). 

Hispanic American Periodicals Index: 1970 - present. Citations to articles, essays and book reviews relating to Latin America or from Latin American periodicals. Primarily Spanish, English and Portuguese titles. 

MLA International Bibliography: 1963-present. Find journal articles and literary criticism. Also covers drama, languages, linguistics, and folklore. Coverage is international.
